Who We Are


LOCUS: Responsible Real Estate Developers and Investors, works to reform federal transportation policy to encourage walkable urban, transit-oriented development.  LOCUS is a partner of Transportation for America (T4 America) and sits on the T4 America executive committee. 


Why We Need Your Support


Real estate and the infrastructure that supports real estate accounts for 35% of the country’s assets—the largest asset class.  The most important infrastructure category is transportation since transportation drives development.  Yet real estate developers and investors have historically not been at the table to guide federal transportation policy.  The lack of an active real estate voice has not hindered the industry in the past few decades because the goal of the transportation system has focused on building roads, which has been consistent with the predominant form of development in the late 20th century—drivable suburban development. 


It has become clear that this type of suburban and exurban development is no longer what the market wants. There is now pent up demand for transit-oriented development, New Urbanism, redeveloped downtowns and suburban downtowns, lifestyle centers, and other development products that require more transportation options than just roads.  While the market conditions have shifted, the political policy of the past 60 years continues. 


To get the economy and the real estate development industry moving, we must have a federal transportation policy and program that promotes a balanced system that is: 


customized to each metropolitan economy’s needs;


builds the modes of travel (transit, biking and walking) that are in most short supply today;


repairs the existing road and transit infrastructure;


connects the entire country with a high-speed rail system;


and recognizes that there are very limited federal resources to do this so public/private partnerships must be employed to pay for the capital and operations of the transportation system.


In order to achieve these needed reforms, the real estate developer and investor community can no longer sit idly by as highway lobbyists craft the bill.   We need to explain to our lawmakers that the market demands the types of reforms proposed by LOCUS and T4 America.
